The Regathering and Restoration of Israel in Holy Scripture

Deut. 30:1 And it shall come to pass, when all these things are come upon thee, the blessing and
the curse, which | have set before thee, and thou shalt call them to mind among all the nations,
whither the LORD thy God hath driven thee. 2) And shalt return unto the LORD thy God, and
shalt obey His voice according to all that | command thee this day, thou and thy children, with all
thine heart and with all thy soul; 3) That then the LORD thy God will turn thy captivity, and
have compassion upon thee, and will return and gather thee from all the nations whither the
LORD thy God hath scattered thee.

This
was to be for a defined period, Ezekiel 4:4-6, now we look forward to the full and final
regathering back to the Land.]

Isaiah 63:11-14 When in exile, they recalled the days long past and how Moses shepherded
his flock through the sea and into the Promised Land, by the power of the Holy spirit.

[Abraham does not know us and Israel does not acknowledge us" The ten Northern tribes,
now lost to general knowledge, can still call on their father and Redeemer of old.]

Turn again for the sake of Your servants, the tribes that
are Your inheritance.

Zechariah 4 (Amplified Bible)

LAND THE angel who talked with me came again and awakened me, like a man who is wakened out of
his sleep.

2And said to me, What do you see? | said, | see, and behold, a lamp-stand all of gold, with
its bowl [for oil] on the top of it and its seven lamps on it, and [there are] seven pipes to
each of the seven lamps which are upon the top of it.

$And there are two olive trees by it, one upon the right side of the bowl and the other upon the
left side of it [feeding it continuously with oil].

*So | asked the angel who talked with me, What are these, my lord?

>Then the angel who talked with me answered me, Do you not know what these are? And |
said, No, my lord.

®Then he said to me, This [addition of the bowl to the candlestick, causing it to yield a
ceaseless supply of oil from the olive trees] is the word of the Lord to Zerubbabel, saying,



”Not by might, nor by power, but by My Spirit [of Whom the oil is a
symbol], says the Lord of hosts.”

Here we see a central and crucial truth. The true symbol of fully restored Israel is not the
hex/hexagram currently featured on the Israeli flag. Rather it is the seven branched lamp-stand
or menorah. The oil of anointing comes to the lamp-stand via seven golden pipes fed from a
central Golden Bowl. The oil flows into this Golden Bowl in a dual or double anointing which
is flowing in from the two olive trees. The dual anointing from the two olive trees represents
the anointing of Kings and the anointing of Priests in Israel. The Kingdom and the High
Priesthood are together in perfect harmony and unity in the Golden Bowl which is a picture of
Israel’s Messianic anointing. In Psalm 110:1-4 we see that Israel’s Christ/Messiah is of the
Order of Melchizedek. Melchizedek who was a Priest-King. He was King of Salem/shalom,
(Prince of Peace), as well as fulfilling the other office of High Priest of God Most High.

"For who are you, O great mountain [of human obstacles]? Before Zerubbabel [who with
Joshua had led the return of the exiles from Babylon and was undertaking the rebuilding of the
temple, before him] you shall become a plain [a mere molehill]! And he shall bring forth the
finishing gable stone [of the new temple] with loud shoutings of the people, crying, Grace,
grace to it!

Y“Then I said to him [the angel who talked with me], What are these two olive trees on the
right side of the lampstand and on the left side of it?

(Notice that Zechariah’s first question in verse 11 above regarding the identity of the two
Olive TREES is not answered. But we are given valuable clues to their identity when the
angel answers this second question regarding the two olive BRANCHES in the three verses
below (Zech 4:12-14). - gwf)

2And a second time 1 said to him, What are these two olive branches which are beside the
two golden tubes or spouts by which the golden oil is emptied out?

¥And he answered me, Do you not know what these are? And | said, No, my lord.

14Then said he, These are the two Psons of oil [Joshua the high priest and
Zerubbabel the prince of Judah, the two anointed ones] Who stand before the Lord of
the whole earth [as His anointed instruments].

Zech 8:3 Thus saith the LORD; | am returned to Zion (I will return), and will dwell in the midst
of Jerusalem: ... 7) Thus saith the LORD of Host; Behold I will save my people from the east
country and from the west country; 8) And | will bring them back, and they shall dwell in
the midst of Jerusalem: and they shall be my people, and I will be their God, in truth and
in righteousness.
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Zechariah 10:8 | will hiss for them, and gather them; for | have redeemed them:
and they shall increase as they have increased.

Zechariah 12:3 And in that day will I make Jerusalem a burdensome stone for all
people: all that burden themselves with it shall be cut in pieces, though all the
people of the earth be gathered together against it.

For it is not
everybody who is a (DNA — gwf) descendant of Jacob (Israel) who belongs to [the true]
Israel.

’And they are not all the children of Abraham because they are by blood, (that is, by race
- gwf), his descendants. No, [the promise was] Your descendants will be called and counted
through the line of Isaac [though Abraham had an older son].©®
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®That is to say, it is not the children of the (fleshly, DNA - gwf) body [of Abraham] who
are made God's children, but it is the offspring to whom the promise applies that shall be
counted [as Abraham's true] descendants.

%For this is what the promise said, About this time [next year] will I return and Sarah shall
have a son.®

9And not only that, but this too: Rebecca conceived [two sons under exactly the same
circumstances] by our forefather Isaac,

in order further to carry out God's purpose of selection (election, choice), which depends not on
works or what men can do, but on Him Who calls [them],

21t was said to her that the elder [son] should serve the younger [son].®

BAs it is written, Jacob have I loved, but Esau have I hated. 4P

Y“What shall we conclude then? Is there injustice upon God's part? (Was not godless
Esau also of the fleshly seed of Abraham? Why did not he inherit the promise and the
blessing as Jacob (Israel) did? Did God make a mistake? - gwf) Certainly not!

For He says to Moses, | will have mercy on whom | will have mercy and | will have
compassion (pity) on whom I will have compassion.@

1830 then [God's gift] is not a question of human will and human effort, but of God's mercy. [It
depends not on one's own willingness nor on his strenuous exertion as in running a race, but on
God's having mercy on him.]

For the Scripture says to Pharaoh, | have raised you up for this very purpose of displaying
My power in [dealing with] you, so that My name may be proclaimed the whole world over.

1830 then He has mercy on whomever He wills (chooses) and He hardens (makes stubborn and
unyielding the heart of) whomever He wills.

®you will say to me, Why then does He still find fault and blame us [for sinning]? For who
can resist and withstand His will?

0Byt who are you, a mere man, to criticize and contradict and answer back to God? Will what
is formed say to him that formed it, Why have you made me thus?®

?!Has the potter no right over the clay, to make out of the same mass (lump) one vessel for
beauty and distinction and honorable use, and another for menial or ignoble and dishonorable
use?
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?\What if God, although fully intending to show [the awfulness of] His wrath and to make
known His power and authority, has tolerated with much patience the vessels (objects) of [His]
anger which are ripe for destruction?®

ZAnd [what if] He thus purposes to make known and show the wealth of His glory in
[dealing with] the vessels (objects) of His mercy which He has prepared beforehand for

glory,

?*Even including ourselves whom He has called, not only from among the Jews but also
from among the Gentiles (heathen)?

2Just as He says in Hosea, Those who were not My people 1 will call My people, and her
who was not beloved [I will call] My beloved.?

26And it shall be that in the very place where it was said to them, You are not My people,
they shall be called sons of the living God.®

2" And Isaiah calls out (solemnly cries aloud) over Israel: Though the number of the sons of
Israel be like the sand of the sea, only the remnant (a small part of them) will be saved
[™from perdition, condemnation, judgment]!

For the Lord will execute His sentence upon the earth [He will conclude and close His
account with men completely and without delay], rigorously cutting it short in His justice.®

P\t is as Isaiah predicted, If the Lord of hosts had not left us a seed [from which to
propagate descendants], we [Israel] would have fared like Sodom and have been made like
Gomorrah.

%\What shall we say then? That Gentiles who did not follow after righteousness [who did
not seek salvation by right relationship to God] have attained it by faith [a righteousness
imputed by God, based on and produced by faith],

$'\Whereas Israel, (both the Jewish house and the lost tribes who went into Christendom. —
gwf), though ever in pursuit of a law [for the securing} of righteousness (right standing with
God), actually did not succeed in fulfilling the Law.®

%2For what reason? Because [they pursued it] not through faith, relying [instead] on the merit
of their works [they did not depend on faith but on what they could do]. They have
stumbled over the Stumbling Stone.©

%8s it is written, Behold | am laying in Zion a Stone that will make men stumble, a Rock
that will make them fall; but he who believes in Him [who adheres to, trusts in, and relies
on Him] shall not be put to shame nor be disappointed in his expectations.®
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Galatians 3

Justification by Faith

1 O foolish Galatians! Who has bewitched you that you should not obey the truth, @ before
whose eyes Jesus Christ was clearly portrayed among you™ as crucified?  This only | want to
learn from you: Did you receive the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? *
Are you so foolish? Having begun in the Spirit, are you now being made perfect by the flesh? *
Have you suffered so many things in vain—if indeed it was in vain?
> Therefore He who supplies the Spirit to you and works miracles among you, does He do it by
the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?— ° just as Abraham “believed God, and it
was accounted to him for righteousness.”@ " Therefore know that only those who are of faith
are sons of Abraham. ® And the Scripture, foreseeing that God would justify the Gentiles by
faith, preached the gospel to Abraham beforehand, saying, “In you all the nations shall be
blessed.” @ ° So then those who are of faith are blessed with believing Abraham.

The Law Brings a Curse

19 For as many as are of the works of the law are under the curse; for it is written, “Cursed is
everyone who does not continue in all things which are written in the book of the law, to do
them. ' 11 But that no one is justified by the law in the sight of God is evident, for “the just
shall live by faith.”™ 2 Yet the law is not of faith, but “the man who does them shall live by
them. ™

13 Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a curse for us (for it is
written, “Cursed is everyone who hangs on a tree”™), * that the blessing of Abraham might
come upon the Gentiles in Christ Jesus, that we might receive the promise of the Spirit

through faith.

The Changeless Promise

1> Brethren, | speak in the manner of men: Though it is only a man’s covenant, yet if it is
confirmed, no one annuls or adds to it. *°* Now to Abraham and his Seed were the promises
made. He does not say, “And to seeds,” as of many, but as of one, “And to your Seed, Alhwho
is Christ. *” And this | say, that the law, which was four hundred and thirty years later,
cannot annul the covenant that was confirmed before by God in Christ,! that it should make
the promise of no effect. '® For if the inheritance is of the law, it is no longer of promise; but
God gave it to Abraham by promise.

Purpose of the Law

9 \What purpose then does the law serve? It was added because of transgressions, till the
Seed should come to whom the promise was made; and it was appointed through angels by the
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hand of a mediator. 2° Now a mediator does not mediate for one only, but God is one.

21 |s the law then against the promises of God? Certainly not! For if there had been a law given
which could have given life, truly righteousness would have been by the law. ?* But the
Scripture has confined all under sin, that the promise by faith in Jesus Christ might be
given to those who believe. % But before faith came, we were kept under guard by the law,
kept for the faith which would afterward be revealed. * Therefore the law was our tutor to
bring us to Christ, that we might be justified by faith.  But after faith has come, we are no
longer under a tutor.

Sons and Heirs

28 For you are all sons of God through faith in Christ Jesus. %’ For as many of you as were
baptized into Christ have put on Christ. 2 There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither
slave nor free, there is neither male nor female; for you are all one in Christ Jesus. ?° And if
you are Christ’s, then you are Abraham’s seed, and heirs according to the promise.

! And the twelve gates were twelve pearls: every several gate was of one pearl: and the street of
the city was pure gold, as it were transparent glass.

22And | saw no temple therein: for the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are the temple of it.

22 And the city had no need of the sun, neither of the moon, to shine in it: for the glory of God
did lighten it, and the Lamb is the light thereof.

4 And the nations of them which are saved shall walk in the light of it: and the kings of the earth
do bring their glory and honour into it.

> And the gates of it shall not be shut at all by day: for there shall be no night there.
6And they shall bring the glory and honour of the nations into it.

2"And there shall in no wise enter into it any thing that defileth, neither whatsoever worketh
abomination, or maketh a lie: but they which are written in the Lamb's book of life.
